Newﬁi;rary: More Reason
ToBrowsein West Lebanon

WEST LEBANON — After a ceremonial
ground-breaking today, construction of
the long-awaited Kilton Public Library on
Main Street in West Lebanon will begin
Monday.

The large, state-of-the-art building will
rise from what’s now an empty lot across
the street from the 100-year-old West
Lebanon Public Library. Supporters of
the Kilton Library project hope that it will
draw people in the Upper Valley to the old
West Lebanon village center.

“It won’t be just a drive-through any-
more. It will be a destination,” said Wal-

ter Paine, vice president of the Lebanon
Public Libraries Foundation.

The new library is expected to open by
April or May of next year.

Designed as a one-story building with
high ceilings and an open floor plan, the
library will iriclude large reading rooms,
wireless Internet access, an art gallery, a
teen lounge with computers, and a spa-
cious children’s library.

‘The children’s library, with 10,000
books, will include a room for crafts and
story-time readings. South-facing win-
dows are designed to suffuse it with natu-
ral light.

“It will be a very lovely room to be in.
